Treasurer and Membership Secretary’s Report.
· Membership is 309 households.

· No report on Village Directories sold since last meeting.

Planning.  RF reported:
· The Moorings.  Revised plan for an external staircase not yet determined.

· Builder’s Yard Opp Lifeboat House.  PA refused.  Appeal expected.

· Ferryman’s Cottage.  No objection.

· The Retreat.  Plan revised to remove parking space ie now just a summerhouse.  Comment made that a Construction Management Plan (CMP) was important because of the restricted access along Riverside Road West.

· 46 The Fairway.  PA for office/store + ‘bakery’.  Await response from membership.  

· Collaton. Rumbles on.

· Lochalsh.  Appeal against refusal.  One appeal ground is incorrect positioning of Village Development Boundary (VDB).  The Lower Court Road Management Group is continuing to object strongly.

· Heron’s Reach.  Committee had no objection to the revised PA and the developer would be informed accordingly.

· Kegwell Farm.  A new PA for a detached dwelling.  The PA states that it is for a farm worker but no mention of an agricultural tie.  The Committee agreed that it must have an agricultural tie, particularly as it is outside the VDB.

Website.  The Committee congratulated LD for producing such excellent and informative newsletters.  The next edition will probably be produced around 15th June if sufficient articles are forwarded.

Parking Study.  Not discussed, however it was agreed that a separate meeting is probably necessary.  In addition to RF, LD and CL, PH and DS want to be involved.
