Chairman’s Report AGM 24 March 2020

Chairmanship

Currently, we are operating on a 6 monthly rotational system for the Chairmanship as we are unable to attract someone to take on the role for the 3 year period as stated in the RYDA rules.  

Committee

Our rules state that the Committee should consist of a Chairman, Treasurer, Secretary and five others and that the Chairman should serve no longer than 3 years. We currently have 10 on the committee including two co-opted members Peter Hall and Drew Stevens and we will be asking later for you to approve a swap where Peter and Drew become full committee members and Peter Faulkner and Suzanne Sparrow become co-opted.  

Membership

We have had several new members join throughout the year but with bereavements and people leaving the village our membership remains at about 310, one third of all households in the Parish.

Finances


Our financial position has continued to benefit from the generous sponsorship of the Village Directory by Luscombe Maye. The sale of the Directories to non members  enables us to continue to fulfil one of the primary objectives of improving the amenities and services of the community by supporting the Post Office Fund with £500 in 2019. 

Court Woodland

In 2019 the RYDA was able to facilitate the purchase of the three acre wood in Newton Ferrers that has come to be known as Court Woodland for £18,000 thanks entirely to the generous donations of people in the local community. Being a Registered Charity we were able to claim Gift Aid of just over £4,000 and this will be used for future improvement and maintenance work of the footpaths etc. 

Planning

We believe that close scrutiny of sensitive planning applications  is a key function of the RYDA and one of our Committee members, Robin Forrester, keeps a close watch on any applications and informs the Committee promptly of anything contentious. He has commented on the fact that the Neighbourhood Plan, something that the RYDA was closely involved in and which has since been adopted and referred to as supplementary guidelines, has figured in several SHDC planning decisions.

Newsletter and Website

Lesley Dempsey does an excellent job producing our newsletters and maintaining our website.     I hope that the members are using the website which is  building to a real centre of information for the whole community activities.

Harbour Clean Up

This year’s clean up is on Saturday 28th March and is once again very kindly run by Andrew Beveridge who is very keen to attract more volunteers. He will tell you more about it later.

Brookings Down Wood and Eastern Hill Wood

Unlike Court Woodland these two woods are leased from the Woodland Trust. Bob Styring will give a brief talk on the progress made by the hard working team of volunteers.
