6. Planning
Oakleigh 82 Yealm Road - 3411/19/HHO - Approved

RYDA objected on the grounds that the Construction Management Plan(CMP) was inadequate, the application was approved with adherence to the CMP as a Planning Condition as follows:  

3. The construction of the development hereby approved shall in all respects accord strictly with the Construction Management Plan Statement, received on 18th October 2019. 

Reason: In the interests of public and highway safety.

The Planning Officer’s report also stated:  It has been established in case law that disruption during construction is not grounds to refuse planning permission. The application has been submitted with a Construction Management Plan, as required by the Newton & Noss neighbourhood plan, which details how the construction period will be managed to ensure minimal impact to the highway and locality. Adherence to this Management Plan will be a condition of any approval, so that if any residents are concerned that development is being carried out in contrary to this plan, this can be reported to the Planning Enforcement Team who will investigate and take the appropriate action.
Air Ambulance Landing

Proposed installation of single column LED lights to illuminate land for Air Ambulance 
at Butts Park Playing Area Newton Ferrers.

Householder application for the Conversion and Extension of the Detached Double Garage to create Ancillary Storage, Office and

Gym and the Conversion and Extension of Outbuilding/Coachhouse to create a Family/Guest Annex
N&NPC comments: (1) The Coach House change of use to a two storey residential house amounts to new development and should have a Primary Residence condition attached to it. N3P-12 (N Plan pages 48-50). 
The first application states that this may be used for the family in future years which indicates that it is an infill property, not just an annex.

Furthermore the whole property is within Policy Area 1 N3P-3 (Neighbourhood Plan pages 16-18).  Any future attempts to subdivide the plot would be resisted.

(2) Reference trees - what protection if any is afforded by an Arboricultural Impact Assessment and Tree Protection Plan?

(3) A detailed Construction Management is required N3P-4, c) (N Plan pages 20-22)

Court Road, in particular, has significant problems with the sheer volume of construction deliveries, skips and workmen’s vehicles; even restricting access for emergency vehicles.
Should be room on site but neighbour nuisance should be considered and written confirmation should be provided to state hours, keeping vehicles off the road, etc
The Mooring Newton Hill  

0068/20/VAR  Variation of conditions 2 (approved plans) and 3 (Construction Management Plan (CMP)) of householder consent 1543/18/HHO.

Balcony now shown without the spiral staircase but with three supporting posts.  Is this is an intrusion into and alien to the Conservation Area?

The CMP is more specific but still contains many “good intentions” rather than absolute requirements or even best endeavours.

7. Court Woodland
Land Registration is not yet completed due to complacency of the Land Registry
The boundary has been marked out by posts. Safety instructions and Risk Assessments have been completed. There is a plan to drive a path through at the lower side of the wood. Working Party planned for 8th March and in the Spring an environmental study of the wood is to be carried out by Julia Bastone. 

8. Derelict building – International Paints Lab.
SHDC surveyor inspected the site and has advised that the structure is not considered to be of immediate danger and not deemed a dangerous structure at this time, therefore no immediate action is to be taken. They will however monitor the building for any changes to the building. Advise contacting AKZO NOBEL if there are any concerns
